GEORGIA GENERAL ASSEMBLY – BY YOUR STATE SENATORS AND 
REPRESENTATIVES.  FOR THE FIRST TIME SINCE THE INCEPTION OF THE 
PROGRAM, THE GEORGIA GENERAL ASSEMBLY SUBSTANTIALLY INCREASED 
FUNDING FOR GAP IN THE LAST LEGISLATIVE SESSION.  HOWEVER, THERE 
IS NO GUARANTEE THAT THE FUNDS WILL REMAIN AND IT IS UP TO US TO 
LET OUR STATE LEGISLATORS KNOW HOW IMPORTANT AND VALUABLE THE
